You may have also noƟced our Water Crew around town 

installing water meters. If you have not paid for one yet, 

we are giving everyone an opportunity to sign up for a 

contract to have smaller installments added to your 

regular quarterly billing. If you have quesƟons, please 

reach out to the Town Office.
