The Town of Minden is nearing the comple-
tion of the new Maintenance Yard, designed to 
provide for all of the Town’s Public Works 
current needs, as well as any future needs that 
arise as the responsibilities of the Town con-
tinue to grow. 

Design Concept 
The new Minden Public Works Facility is a 
complex of buildings to provide for Public 
Works Administration, Public Works Depart-
ment Storage, Vehicle Maintenance, Vehicle 
Storage and Material Storage arranged on 
approximately three acres of a five acre site on 
Buckeye Road. 

Building Functions 
The new Buckeye Maintenance Facility pro-
vides the following functional areas: 

Administrative Building provides for private 
offices, open office space, a conference room, 
breakroom, reception area, locker/shower 
rooms, and storage. 

Vehicle Maintenance / Storage Building 
provides areas for vehicle maintenance, vehi-
cle storage, and welding.
